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(coltan), cassiterite, and wolframite, including their derivatives, which are limited to tantalum, tin, and tungsten (the “3TG”). The “Covered Countries”
for the purposes of the Rule 13p-1 are the Democratic Republic of the Congo, the Republic of the Congo, the Central African Republic, South Sudan,
Uganda, Rwanda, Burundi, Tanzania, Zambia, and Angola.

Based on U. S. Steel’s reasonable efforts to investigate the sourcing of materials through its supply chain, the only products manufactured by U. S. Steel
in 2018 that contain 3TG and are subject to the Rule are its tin mill products having a tin coating and certain tubular mill products which may contain
tungsten produced by its subsidiaries. Any other trace elements of 3TG present in U. S. Steel’s products and used in the manufacture of U. S. Steel’s
products originate from scrap steel, procured by U. S. Steel from a scrap or recycled source. Based on its reasonable country of origin inquiry, to the
